The university’s assessment criteria

These are the assessment criteria as set out in the university regulations. You’ll see they map quite well onto the reflective log.

70% and over (1st) outstanding work showing excellent content, organization and presentation, reasoning and originality; evidence of independent reading and thinking and a clear grasp of theoretical positions (where appropriate)

60% - 69% (2.1) well-organized and lucid coverage of the main points in an answer; intelligent interpretation and confident use of evidence, examples and references (where appropriate)

50% - 59% (2.2) shows a grasp of the main issues and uses relevant material in a generally business-like approach; restricted evidence of additional reading; possible unevenness in structure of answers and failure to understand the more subtle points

40% - 49% (3rd) limited understanding with no enrichment of the basic course material presented in classes; superficial lines of argument and muddled presentation; little or no attempt to relate issues to a broader framework

34% - 39% (Fail but condonable) little sign of understanding issues of interpretation; normally a barely adequate repeat of taught course material

Below 34% (Fail) basic factual errors of considerable magnitude showing no understanding of basic course material or failure to submit work
